Happy 70" Anniversary South Bay Cruising Club:

In honor of the South Bay Cruising Club’s 70™ anni-
versary this year, | spent some time in March review-
ing some of our historical documents and old year-
books currently safe-guarded by our esteemed His-
torian, Fred Liesegang. It was interesting to read
about the genesis of our Club from the founders’
perspectives. It seems there were three sailors con-
cerned about the lack of camaraderie among the
yachts anchored in the coves on weekends and
wanted to form a club of cruisers to enjoy each oth-
er’s company. So in 1951 they got a group of twelve
to fifteen like-minded sailors together at the Babylon
Yacht Club and on June 11, 1951 the South Bay
Cruising Club was formed. Initial dues were $3 for
boat owners and S1 for associate members. The
slate of officers were by design, split between peo-
ple from yacht clubs across the bay: Amityville,
Sayville, Bay Shore, Babylon and Wet Pants. The first
season consisted of “a couple of rendezvous” and
the West Island Race.

It's a great story and as | read through the infor-
mation and the yearbooks, | was struck by how the
issues (good and bad) for our Club seemed to be the
same throughout our 70 year history.

For example:

¢ The first serious meeting was over a bottle of
bourbon and lasted until it was empty (some
things never change!).

e Trying to get a group of people with different
ideas and opinions to agree was always a chal-
lenge but always seemed to work out in the end.

e The racing contingent was the most work; handi-
capping the “hotshots and rule beaters” as stat-
ed in 1951. (Again, some things never change.)

e The friendships formed and camaraderie among
the cruising members was and is a common
thread throughout our history.

| thought I'd share this retrospective with you to
give everyone a perspective of our history. My dis-
cussions with our past Commodores bear this out;
the fun times and challenges seem to have been
consistent year to year. It’s good to know that our
SBCC traditions continue.

April is now here! Let’s get the covers off and some
varnish work completed. It’s time to get ready for
the season.

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COMMODORE’S CORNER Charlie Margeson

In keeping with my April message, | wanted to share a Club history write-up from our 1970 SBCC Yearbook. |
think its a great short summary of how our Club came to be. Enjoy!

The SBCC Story

The saga of the South Bay Cruising Club, which has evinced much interest in
other areas of the American Yachting world, had its start a quarter century ago
in the dawn of the current boating boom. Great South Bay presented quite a
different picture in those days, with relatively few power boats and only a
handful of cruising sailboats, mostly early vintage. Overnight anchorages were
more numerous and pleasant and some were downright isolated. The yacht
clubs of the GSBYRA continued their pre-war emphasis on small one-design
racing and usually ignored the interests of their cruising members.

The need for an organization of cruising skippers was imperative since their
needs and problems differed substantially from their one-design brothers. No
one man or event can be credited with the SBCC idea. It just seemed to evolve
among the small impromptu fleets that anchored those nights at Smith Point,
Whale Path and Connetquot River, thus serving as the beginning of our story.

In the Spring of 1951 Ted Zimmerman, as temporary chairman, spread the first rumors and later convened
the first meeting in a smoke-filled Babylon Yacht Club. Parliamentary procedure took a setback as 28 opinion-
ated, cantankerous individuals each tried to force their own version of a cruising club. One skipper wanted to
ban all “Establishment” trappings such as mailing lists, dues, flag officers, etc. Others were strongly in favor
of building a clubhouse.

More moderate minds prevailed and the first slate was elected, headed by Commodore Bill Ward, and Ted
Zimmerman “rated” our heterogeneous fleet for the first West Island Race. The years that followed were
very successful when measured in terms of membership and fleet improvement. But this success did not
seem to alter or dilute the basic ingredients of our Story. The same camaraderie of the old three boat rafts
still prevailed at the thirty or forty boat rendezvous. Nowadays, it just takes longer for a new member to
meet three-hundred members than it did with only thirty. Much of the credit for this “magic” must be as-
signed to the Club’s founders. For them, fellowship was not something that needed to be prescribed in our
By Laws—it was the sole reason for forming our Club.

The Story is also full of paradoxes. Our “open” membership policy, a relaxed and philosophical cruising atti-
tude, a casual disregard for certain yachting amenities and flag etiquette, all seem incompatible with our effi-
cient central administration that provides a unique year round social program, an extensive racing and cruis-
ing schedule, newsletters, yearbooks and cruising guides enough to rival the publishing output of many more
prestigious clubs.

It’s getting close. Less than 2 months until the start of the BSIR 2021 season. Here is the 2021 BSIR schedule:

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REFRIGERATION INSTALLATION — PART 2 Fred Liesegang

In January, the box arrived with the refrigeration system! | opened it up, looked at all the pieces, and my first thoughts
was "OMG, what have | gotten myself into!" Over the next several weeks, | found out exactly what | had gotten myself
into, and, as it turns out, not so bad.

First | had to prepare the rest of the boat. | took out the 200 AH battery pack and put in a 450 AH battery pack so we
would have more than a weekend available to run the unit. Next | had to move the on-board battery charger. It was
mounted on the bulkhead in the cockpit locker. The charger has lights on it displaying useful information that | could
never see. So it got moved to the quarter berth area, out of plain sight, but easy to get to and read. For the compres-
sor, the cockpit locker works well, since | do not have to look at it very often, and | can service it fairly easily once | get
myself in the locker.

| read the directions a few times, then set about mounting the parts. Sea Frost needed to know how long to make the
refrigerant lines, so | had to confirm and measure my layout before placing the order. The lines came pre-charged, and
attached to the freezer bin. | drilled holes for the lines to run through in the ice box, and various bulkheads in the head
compartment. Mara, Kristin and | carefully pushed and pulled the copper lines from the box out to the cockpit locker
trying our best not to damage anything.

Once the lines were run, | mounted the compressor unit on the bulkhead with the brackets supplied. | mounted a new
fuse panel near the batteries, and ran the power wire to the compressor from it. The control panel was then mounted
on the boats electrical panels. Attached to the control was an aluminum tube that gets attached to the freezer bin it-
self, which tells the control how cold the bin is. Now that the freezer bin was attached to everything it needed to be, |
could mount it. Sea Frost supplied these cool (no pun intended, honest!) little fasteners called Welnuts. They are nuts
embedded in rubber, so as they are being tightened, they expand, keeping them in place, and sealing the hole. The bin
was bolted to the shelf in the ice box on the outboard side, and a shelf bracket on the inboard side. Mara wanted the
biggest freezer bin we could fit, and | think we succeeded.

Once the major work was done, | wired the compressor controls, and ran a cooling air duct to a cool but dry area be-
low the cockpit locker floor where the fuel and waste tanks live. It was 55 degrees on the day that was the moment of
truth. | turned it on and waited. | put a thermometer in the freezer bin and ice box floor. Before too long the freezer
showed 18 degrees and falling, ice box was 42 degrees and falling, so | was pretty happy! This unit has an adjustable
speed control for the compressor, and | quickly found out how useful it is. | had the battery charger running in the
background. | looked at the voltages in the batteries, and with the compressor running 100%, the charger could barely
keep up. Once | turned it down, the voltages began to rise again. | have not yet upgraded the battery charger, so |
knew this was a possibility. Thanks to Dennis Krug and John Chadwick, | now know what to do! Thank you, guys!

This project, like most things, took longer than | thought it would. But, it was not that hard to do. Once | did all the
planning, it went well. The kit is as fool-proof as it can be. We are anxious to see how it performs in August!

TODD’S TIPS Todd McCarthy

Hoses—The Good The Bad and The Ugly

Hoses are a mainstay of all boats both power and sail. AlImost all boat systems involve plumbing: the head,
engine raw water and cooling systems, domestic water and gray water systems, bilge, shower, and wash
down pumps, refrigeration and air conditioning drains, and more.

Changing hoses is not hard to do, involving simply removing the old hose and replacing it with the same type
new hose. The biggest problem is usually removing the old hoses. It’s always good practice to plan your job
out and order the materials you will need ahead of time before you start the project.

Engine hose replacement requires a bit more expertise and understanding of both the raw (salt water) water
cooling system and the closed engine cooling loop filled with antifreeze. The raw water hoses to the engine
will be wire reinforced. The other cooling hoses will just be reinforced rubber hose. Some hoses must be or-
dered from the engine manufacturer, while some are generic rubber hose. Before | replaced my engine |
changed all the hoses on the original engine, and never had an issue for six seasons.

For domestic (fresh water) pressurized water systems, be sure to turn off the pump and depressurize the sys-
tem by opening up the sink valves and running the water until there is no pressure, before removing any hos-
es. These hoses vary from reinforced Tygon tubing to Pex type tubing, and vinyl drinking water approved
hoses.

If changing hoses on the head system and holding tank, be sure to rinse fresh water through before you
begin to clean out waste remaining in hoses. These hoses can be either white sanitation hose or wire rein-
forced sanitation hoses. You will know when to change them when there is an odor coming from the hoses. If
you have odor coming from new hoses, it’s recommended to flush with fresh water more often than salt. If
trying to conserve your fresh water flush with salt and rinse with fresh water at the end of the day.

Without getting deeper into these systems |
wanted to discuss methods of removing old
hoses. On my present boat | have gone through
all the systems and replaced all plumbing, most
of which was old and tired and neglected.
Through trial and error, | have assembled some
of the tools | use while changing hoses. For the
plumbing work, | have a tool from Snap On,
recommended by an engine mechanic, which | liked so much | bought two of them. It’s really just a large an-
gled pick. | use it to pry under the hose. | then try to squirt dish detergent into the opening and work it
around the hose until it becomes loose. | have also bent an inexpensive flat bladed screwdriver and made a
hook to get under hoses to loosen them. | use a heat gun also to soften the rubber first to be able to pry un-
der it.

Wire reinforced hoses present their own chal-
lenges. They are usually thicker rubber and the
wire makes them much harder to loosen up.
You will also need a stainless steel wire cutter
to cut the new hoses. | use a sheet rock knife
to cut hoses wetted with water or dish deter-
gent and get smooth cuts.
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TODD’S TIPS (continued) Todd McCarthy

When | first purchased my boat, the exhaust hoses were so crusty and
stiff | used a Sawzall to cut them out, and then worked on loosening the
ends. This year | had good luck during my engine repower project to
loosen 2” wire reinforced hoses with a pipe wrench, after heating with a
heat gun, prying underneath and dish detergent. | find the pipe wrench
has larger jaws that grip the hose better and was gentler than say a
pump plier would be.

Wire reinforced hoses should be used anywhere below the waterline. |
use non perforated hose clamps AWAB Style gear clamps for most of my
hose connections. | have found perforated clamps, while less expensive
can corrode easily and snap at the edge of the perforation and cause the
hose to leak. It’s hard to tell when this happens and takes some detec-
tive work to find. If you plan your jobs ahead you can usually get the
better clamps discounted through various vendors online. Exhaust hoses
require another type of clamp called a “T” Clamp. It has a wider band
and a threaded nut to tighten the clamp. Double clamp all your exhaust
hoses also, and reverse the second clamp from the first. When purchas-
ing hose, | always buy a little extra for that custom fit.

Be sure to double clamp all the connections below the waterline also for safety, and reverse the second clamp
from the first for optimum sealing effect. These clamps and hose connections are all that’s keeping your boat
afloat and should be inspected regularly for signs of leakage, or deterioration like cracking or bulging. If you
can’t do the work yourself, have a marine mechanic or knowledgeable friend check over your boat and make
recommendations. You don’t have to do everything at once; prioritize your projects. Preventative mainte-
nance will save you a lot of aggravation from unexpected breakdowns, enhance the reliability of your boat,
increase your pride of ownership, and make your time on the water more enjoyable! I'll see you out there!

The Evils of the Banana

Bananas are a mainstay of most cultures and are the world’s most popular fruit. However, these deliciously
yellow treats have no place at sea. Since the 1700s, it has been widely believed that having a banana on
board was an omen of disaster. In the early 1700s, during the height of the Spain’s South Atlantic and Carib-
bean trading empire, it was observed that nearly every ship that disappeared at sea and did not make its
destination was carrying a cargo of bananas. This gave rise to the belief that hauling bananas was a danger-
ous prospect. There are other documented origins to this superstition as well. Another explanation for the
banana superstition is that the fastest sailing ships used to carry bananas from the tropics to U.S. ports along
the East Coast to land the bananas before they could spoil, Chahoc said. The banana boats were so fast that
fishermen never caught anything while trolling for fish from them, and that’s where the superstition got
started. Another theory is that bananas carried aboard slave ships fermented and gave off methane gas,
which would be trapped below deck. Anyone in the hold, including cargoes of imprisoned humanity, would
succumb to the poisoned air, and anyone trying to climb down into the hold to help them would fall prey to
the dangerous gas. Finally, one of the better known dangers of bananas at sea, is that a species of spider
with a lethal bite likes to hide in bunches of bananas. Crewmen suddenly dying of spider bites after bananas
are brought aboard certainly would be considered a bad omen resulting in the cargo being tossed into the
sea. Any of these scenarios could be the reason behind fishermen’s mistrust of the yellow fruit, possibly all
of them. Whatever the case may be, it is best that you don’t attempt to bring any bananas on board your
next seafaring excursion, just to be safe.

FUN FOIL BBQ PACKETS Flori Grotolli

Easter was fast approaching and | still hadn't decided what to serve my family. Then | heard that the weather
would be beautiful; so | decided to barbecue.

| would make individual foil packets that would cook quickly and retain all the juices of the meat or fish. They
were fast to put together and delicious—and something different. | prepared them in the morning and
cooked them when we were ready to eat. No mess, no fuss—just delicious.

| made mine with haddock, but the same exact recipe can be used to make sausage, chicken, turkey and oth-
er meats.

Ingredients:

e One haddock filet per person (approx. 6" square pieces)
e Ripe Campare or Plum tomatoes sliced thick

e Red onion sliced thick

e Several large garlic cloves sliced thin

e Two wedges of a medium potato per filet

e Butter

e Olive oil

e White wine

e 1/2 teaspoon fresh squeezed lemon juice per filet

e Salt, pepper, parsley

Cut approximately 10" by 10" squares of aluminum foil, one per person being served. Rub butter on the face
of the foil and place one haddock filet at the center of the sheet.

Directly on the haddock, place one or two slices of garlic, one or two slices of red onion, and two tomato slic-
es. Place the two potato wedges on the sides of the haddock, one per side. Salt and pepper all to taste.
Sprinkle with parsley. Splash a little white wine, add 1/2 teaspoon of lemon juice, and drizzle olive oil over
fish and potatoes evenly.

Crimp closed the foil all around, well enough so no condiments or juices leak out. Those juices are what will
cook the potato wedges, allowing them to absorb all the flavors of the fish and the condiments. At the cen-
ter of the packet, leave a small ‘chimney' open so the vapors escape.

Turn the BBQ on to 500 degrees and allow to heat for ten minutes. Lower the BBQ to about 400 degrees,
place packets on the top rack instead of directly on the grill for approximately 7 minutes. Keep the BBQ cov-
er closed. This will help the potato cook but will not thoroughly cook the fish. Subsequently, move the foil
packets directly onto the grill and cook fish for another 4 to 5 minutes or until thoroughly cooked. Check that
the potato wedges have cooked but do not allow fish to become overly cooked and dry.

For sausages or other meats, substitute the parsley with rosemary and follow the same recipe as above.

Salmon, steak, chicken or shrimp....the recipe is the same...the outcome is fabulous! Enjoy!
